These are finials.  You would find them on the 
top of  SIGNAL POSTS.    
SIGNALS tell the driver when to stop and 
when to go. 

 

  
This is a gradient post.  It tells the driver 
whether the line is LEVEL,  or how  
STEEP a hill is. 

 

  
You would find these block instruments in a 
SIGNAL BOX.  They help the signalman to 
control the trains.
